Mr Pradip delivered his presentation about the journey of a student to becoming an 

entrepreneur, and Ikigay(Japanese way of analysing ones point of interest) was one among his 

topics which he explained about and that gave every student an idea of what to focus on in 

order to work on the particular topic, and he  gave us a brief tour of the technologies that his 

company is working on, and some of the most interesting tech where the electrical comb to 

monitor the long hair of women and the other was the ice-cube vending machine which takes 

in air and gave out crystal clear cubes of ice which are edible.  

The resource person also highlighted in the seven-step process of business proposal such as  

• Customer validation and Proposition 

• Product development with innovation and technology 



• Design a business model 

• Revenue model and pricing 

•  Cost structure, key resources and activities 

• Go-to-market strategy, channels and customer relationships 

• Scaling business to create unicorn or exit by Mergers & Acquisitions route 

At the end of the session, Mr Pradip gave us an insight on the known-knowns, known-

unknowns and the unknown-unknowns, which had unique significance on an entrepreneur and 

the session was a complete success with a round of interaction session between students and 

resource person Mr Pradip R Subramanyam.
